Commander’s Designation for Drug Test Results/Notification

1. IAW AR 600-85, commanders may designate a “responsible individual” in writing to receive drug testing results for him/her.  On the next page you will find an example of a memorandum for making this designation.  
2. THIS DESIGNATION IS NOT A REQUIREMENT.  Commanders may elect to designate an individual in order to facilitate the JSAP positive process, but are not required to do so. 

3. Due to the extremely sensitive nature of drug test results, careful consideration and deliberation should be given before making this appointment.  The individual selected must understand the importance of protecting the confidentiality of drug testing results.  The designee shall not disseminate results to any individual or organization without prior approval from the commander.
4. If designee transfers from this unit, retires, separates, or his/her status is otherwise changed, JSAP must be notified immediately and notifications to him/her will be terminated with only the commander receiving results until a new designation is made in writing.
5. Designee should meet the following minimum qualifications:

a. Be an officer, warrant officer or non-commissioned officer (recommend senior NCO, if available).

b. Be designated in writing by the unit commander.

c. Be full-time. (For example, Readiness NCO).
d. Possess unimpeachable moral character.

e. Not be currently enrolled in the ASAP or any other community rehabilitation program.
f. Must have never tested positive for any illicit or illegal drug.

g. Must have no Medical Review Officer (MRO) failures for prescription medications or any controlled substances.

h. Must have no adverse action flag.
i. Must not be under investigation for legal, administrative, or substance abuse related offenses or have had a drug or alcohol-related incident.

j. Shall be familiar with the Privacy Act and all other regulations/policies/laws concerning the protection of a Service Member’s rights after a positive drug test.
