SUBJECT:  Memorandum of Instruction (MOI) for Processing Soldiers with a Positive Urinalysis Drug Test or Who Fail to Provide a Specimen.
1.  References:  AR 600-85, NGR 600-85, NGR 600-200, NGR 635-101, AR 15-6, AR 135-175 and AR 135-178.
2.  All soldiers must be processed for separation IAW the above regulations and submitted through the chain of command to the Joint Substance Abuse Program (JSAP).  “Processed for separation” means that discharge action will be initiated and processed through the chain of command to the separation authority for appropriate action.

3.  Although all soldiers must be “processed” for separation, commanders may include a recommendation for retention on those enlisted members who meet the requirements of AR 600-85, Chapter 4, Rehabilitation.  Second time offenders will be processed for discharge without recommendation for retention.
4.  Confidentiality:  Due to the nature of the offense, commanders are tasked to maintain strict confidentiality while processing these soldiers.  Only those personnel with a “need to know” should be allowed to be involved in the process.
5.  Submission of packets:  Commanders have 45 days to initiate and complete the required documents for each soldier identified as a substance user/abuser.  You should begin the process at the first drill assembly immediately after receiving this packet.  ALL packets MUST be submitted through command channels.
6.  Cmdr MOI:  All required documents are located at www.alabamacounterdrug.com on the JSAP page.  Click the link for Cmdr’s MOI.  These documents are in MS Word format.  Prior to printing the documents, you will need to enter the soldier’s name, rank, SSN and unit specific data to include commander’s name/signature block as appropriate.  Please do not change/omit any preprinted information on these documents.
7.  When directing soldiers to seek the required substance abuse evaluation, be aware Court Referral Programs (CRP) are not acceptable.  See attached Recommended Guidelines for locating state certified treatment facilities.
