Cdr will certify mail documents to soldier if not present at next IDT assembly immediately after receiving official notice, complete Mail Affidavit .





Cdr will counsel soldier at IDT assembly immediately after receiving official notice





Not present at drill

Cdr recommending discharge:  submit packet through chain of command





Cdr recommending retention:  submit packet through chain of command.





Receive PS 3800 or documents returned unclaimed.  Submit with packet.





JSAP receives packet from MACOM. *MACOM review memo must be included. 





JSAP forwards packet to SJA for board if applicable or MILPO if not eligible for board for final disposition by TAG.





After final disposition by TAG, packet returned to JSAP. Separation order requested or if retained, DA Form 268 removed.





Commander’s have 45 days to initiate and complete actions AND submit packet thru chain of command.





Note 1: If soldier warrants retention, a substance abuse evaluation and all recommended treatment must be completed before approved.  Soldiers must be screened/evaluated within 30 days of the command counseling session.  The soldier must provide the commander a written copy of the evaluation from the rehabilitation treatment facility/counselor.





Note 2:  Soldier attendance at all regular IDT and annual training periods is authorized until final disposition has been rendered by the proper authority.





Note 3:  Years of Service is computed as total number of years as creditable for retirement.





Note 4:  Soldier’s MPRJ will remain flagged until final disposition has been rendered and flag is authorized to be removed.   





Note 5:  Soldier’s with 18-20 years of service cannot waive a board.  NGB is the final separation authority for these soldiers.  These soldiers may waive their personal appearance before the board; however, their records will appear before the board.





Note 6:  Although the commander must recommend discharge IAW AR 135-178, this does not prevent the commander from submitting letters of retention, character statements or appearing before the board on behalf of the soldier.
